	Party Smart Registration

	Register your party with the Police and increase the safety of your event.  Police may not attend, but ensuring that they are aware will assist in their responding to any issues that may arise and if things get out of control.

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Backup Plan
[Have a plan should things get out of your control:
· Have more than one host who can deal with the situation;

· A first aid kit is on hand;

· You have a vehicle and driver should you need;  AND

If things look remotely like will get out of hand – CALL the POLICE.

There are some situations where you should not hesitate to involve experts and sometimes just the threat of calling the police is enough to deter any mishap.

	
	
	

Party Smart
A great party can be something everyone will enjoy and talk about for a long time afterwards – but a party that goes wrong will be also be talked about.  No One wants a bad party – the trick is to be PARTY SMART.

Take a browse through this brochure – there are a few simple steps you can take before and during the party that will help make it the great time we all want.  It’s about having fun!
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	Before the Party
Think it through, then talk it through – if you are a parent, give yourself time before making a decision. Talk through the issues with your kids and involve them in the planning process.  Set the ground rules from the start and what you won’t compromise on.
Plan the Party:  Planning goes a long way to avoiding problems later on.  The first thing to consider is the guest list.  Plan exactly who you are going to invite and keep an RSVP register.  
Avoid open invitations, particularly on social media and let your guests know that they are not to invite others to your party.
Pick a venue and set it up – if you are holding a larger party, consider hiring a hall or having the party at another venue and set it up to minimize trouble.
· Have one, supervised entry point;

· Keep the alcohol area small and away from the door, close to food and alternate drinks;
· Don’t allow people to gather on front laws or public places;
· Lock away valuable or breakable items beforehand


	
	
	
	Notify the Neighbours – its good sense and good manners to let your neighbours know about the party you are planning – maybe even invite them.  Be aware of noise laws and be mindful of others in your neighbourhood.

Set the tone at the door: it is better to stop the problems before they start.  Talk to your guests as they arrive and turn back those who were not invited. 
Alcohol
Be aware that it is an offence for alcohol to be served or provided to people under the age of 18.  Hosts should decide, at the beginning what the policy on drinking should be before sending out the invitations.  You can inform guests about what to expect; for example:
· No BYO;

· Intoxicated persons behaving badly will be asked to leave; 

Encourage designated drivers to attend and monitor those leaving – don’t let your guests drive intoxicated!  
Provide food and non-alcoholic drinks for your guests.  Remember salty food encourages drinking so provide a variety of healthy alternatives.
If under 18’s do consume alcohol. Contact their parents and have them collected from the party.
If all else fails – you are the host and you can ask people to leave.



	
	
	Winding Down
Sometimes the most dangerous times at a party are at the end of the night.  You can minimize the risks if you have a plan to end the party.  Consider:
· Make sure everyone knows what time the party will end and arrange transport in advance for those that need it;

· Stop serving alcohol an hour before the scheduled end time;

· Start serving tea/coffee towards the end of the evening

· Wind down the music and turn the lights on twenty minutes before departure time.
